Mon 17 June 

1 Then I looked, and there before me was the Lamb, standing on

Mount Zion, and with him 144,000 who had his name and his

Father’s name written on their foreheads. 

2 And I heard a sound from heaven like the Roar of rushing

waters and like a loud peal of thunder. The sound I heard was

like that of harpists playing their harps.  

 3 And they sang a new song before the throne and before the

four living creatures and the elders. No one could learn the song

except the 144,000 who had been redeemed from the earth.

Revelation 14:1-3 

 “144,000”: previously seen in chapter 7, where they were identified as a
group of Jewish believers sent out to bring sinners to Christ during the
seven year tribulation period. 
Do you think there were exactly 144,000 people or was this a rough estimate?

“His name and His Father’s name written on their heads”: the Antichrist
marks his people with ‘666’ (as seen in chapter 13), but God’s disciples have
been sealed by the Holy Spirit. 

 “the roar of rushing waters and like a loud peak of thunder” -  do you think
John is describing God’s voice? 

“sang a new song before the throne” - do you have a worship song where you
feel in the presence of God when you listen to / sing it? 



Tue 18 June
4 These are those who did not defile themselves with women, for

they remained virgins. They follow the Lamb wherever he goes.

They were purchased from among mankind and offered as

firstfruits to God and the Lamb. 

5 No lie was found in their mouths; they are blameless. 

Revelation 14:4 &

5

The 144,000 laid down their lives for the truth of the gospel of Christ. They
kept themselves pure from the wickedness of the antichrist. Their hearts
were right with God; He is glorified in them, and they in Him. 

“They follow the lamb wherever He goes” - take time to reflect on how you
follow God fully.  

Dear God, 

Please help me to follow you closely in every aspect of my life. Please help
me to follow the rules of worship and life you have given us.

Wed 19 June
6 Then I saw another angel flying in midair, and he had the

eternal gospel to proclaim to those who live on the earth—to

every nation, tribe, language and people. 

7 He said in a loud voice, “Fear God and give him glory, because

the hour of his judgment has come. Worship him who made the

heavens, the earth, the sea and the springs of water.”

Revelation 14:6 & 7 

Eternal - forever, endless, everlasting. 

Gospel - the teaching of revelation of Christ. It literally means ‘good news’!

Proclaim - announce officially or publicly. 

The angel was in the air, holding the everlasting good news to officially
announce to every single human on earth. 

The angel urges sinners to respect and worship God because he created
everything. 

Do you think this is emphasising God’s repeated offer for us to repent? 



Thu 20 June
8 A second angel followed and said, “ ‘Fallen! Fallen is Babylon

the Great,’ which made all the nations drink the maddening wine

of her adulteries.”

Revelation 14:8

Here, Babylon represents the wickedness and evils of the world - the
world’s ungodly and sinful nature. 

The beast and false prophet promote wickedness, encouraging everyone to
be evil / do evil things. 

Dear God, 

Please give me the strength and encouragement to avoid evil, temptation and
sin. 

Amen 



Fri 21 June
9 A third angel followed them and said in a loud voice: “If anyone

worships the beast and its image and receives its mark on their

forehead or on their hand, 

10 they, too, will drink the wine of God’s fury, which has been

poured full strength into the cup of his wrath. They will be

tormented with burning sulfur in the presence of the holy angels

and of the Lamb. 

11 And the smoke of their torment will rise for ever and ever.

There will be no rest day or night for those who worship the

beast and its image, or for anyone who receives the mark of its

name.” 

12 This calls for patient endurance on the part of the people of

God who keep his commands and remain faithful to Jesus. 

13 Then I heard a voice from heaven say, “Write this: Blessed are

the dead who die in the Lord from now on.” “Yes,” says the Spirit,

“they will rest from their labor, for their deeds will follow

them.”
Revelation 14:9-13

Those who accept the mark of the beast, are lost and unbelievers. 

This also tells us that those who follow God’s commands and remain
faithful, need to be patient even though things may be difficult. 

 Verse 13 tells us that those who die in the Son, have eternal rest and those
who die in their sins, have eternal unrest.  



Sat 22 June
14 I looked, and there before me was a white cloud, and seated on

the cloud was one like a son of man with a crown of gold on his

head and a sharp sickle in his hand. 

15 Then another angel came out of the temple and called in a

loud voice to him who was sitting on the cloud, “Take your sickle

and reap, because the time to reap has come, for the harvest of

the earth is ripe.” 

16 So he who was seated on the cloud swung his sickle over the

earth, and the earth was harvested.

Revelation 14:14-16

Jesus is referred to as “the Son of man” numerous times throughout the
bible, so it’s likely John saw Jesus, sitting on the white cloud. 

What do you think the crown of gold on His head and a sharp sickle in his hand
represent?

 God has delayed His judgement, giving sinners opportunities to repent.
When the time comes, His judgement will be thorough. The sharp sickle will
not leave any wicked person standing, just like a sharp sickle swung into a
harvest of wheat leaves no stalk standing.  



Sun 23 June

17 Another angel came out of the temple in heaven, and he too

had a sharp sickle. 

18 Still another angel, who had charge of the fire, came from the

altar and called in a loud voice to him who had the sharp sickle,

“Take your sharp sickle and gather the clusters of grapes from

the earth’s vine, because its grapes are ripe.” 

19 The angel swung his sickle on the earth, gathered its grapes

and threw them into the great winepress of God’s wrath. 

20 They were trampled in the winepress outside the city, and

blood flowed out of the press, rising as high as the horses’

bridles for a distance of 1,600 stadia.

Revelation 14:17-20

The grapes likely represent the people on earth, they have heaped up their
sins to the point they are fully ripe for judgement. 

How was wine made in biblical times?
Grapes were dried up in the sun. 1.
They were then pressed by barefoot treading. 2.
 Grape juice collected and fermentation would begin. 3.
 After  fermentatio, the wine was transferred into jars or wineskins for
additional fermentation in order to age. 

4.

 The wine was then strained and mixed with water, in order to drink.5.

Here, the grapes likely represent the wicked; God will prepare the wicked
for final judgment by gathering them together to be trampled on.
